That will involve you in several – possibly many – hours of work every week. There is no financial reward and Trustees do not normally claim expenses.

You will need to be able to work as part of a team respecting and supporting your colleagues. You will also need to abide by collective responsibility and to support Board decisions when they have been arrived at with your input. 

Confidentiality must be observed as well Board discussions so that Trustees can speak freely about matters that may be sensitive. In addition you will be expected to declare any potential conflict of interest at meetings.

Serving as a Trustee is therefore a demanding and time-consuming role but will give you the opportunity to make a considerable contribution towards the development of the Lynton & Barnstaple Railway.

(The Trust is a limited company as well as a registered charity.)
